
We know that the past and past participle of regular verbs is formed by
adding ED to the infinitive minus TO. Unfortunately the pronunciation is not
so simple. Here a the rules :

ED = ID          after           T or D
Want Wanted Wantid
Mend Mended Mendid

ED = T            after           S, SH, CH, F, K, P
Push Pushed Pusht
Punch Punched Puncht
Look Looked Lookt
Pop Popped Popt

ED = D            after           all other letters
Rain Rained Raind
Play Played Playd
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
